Standing Operating Procedures for Hazardous Waste Accumulation Points

Standing Operating Procedure for Hazardous Waste Accumulation Points (Kitzingen /Wuerzburg)

1.  The hazardous waste (HW) collection containers and tanks at the accumulation point will only be used by authorized personnel.  Personnel must have been trained / instructed regarding hazards of materials used, and proper separation of waste streams at the accumulation point.  Personnel must be familiar with the proper technical operation of underground tanks and hazardous waste containers.  Any questions will be directed to the Directorate of Public Works (DPW) POCs.

2.  The handling of highly water endangering liquid substances, such as waste oil and solvents, requires special provisions:


a.  Filling of tanks and containers requires special care to prevent spills.  Overfilling is forbidden.  The level must be monitored regularly.

b.  The fill-in point must be kept clean from trash, debris etc. at all times to prevent blocking of pipes, valves etc.

c.  Any spilled material must be cleaned up immediately.   Appropriate absorbent must be available at the storage area.  Catch basins must be kept clean at all times.


d.  The safety devices, such as overfill- and leak-alarm, must be operational at all times.

3.  Maintenance and repair of hazardous waste containers or tanks will be done by DPW or certified firms only.  

4.  The DPW / Facility Engineer / Utilities Div. or Work Order must be notified of any operational problems, maintenance or repair requests for underground tanks.  The DPW Environmental Management Office (EMO) will be notified of any problems with other collection containers.  The DPW Fire Department must be notified  in case of an emergency (fire, spill).

5.  The DPW EMO is responsible for provision of adequate hazardous waste collection containers.  The EMO will be notified of any requirements, missing labels at containers or tanks, etc.

6.  The DPW EMO is responsible for hazardous waste pick-up services and will be called if services are required.

1.  The hazardous waste (HW) collection containers and tanks at the accumulation point will only be used by authorized personnel.  Personnel must have been trained / instructed regarding hazards of materials used, and proper separation of waste streams at the accumulation point.  Personnel must be familiar with the proper technical operation of underground tanks and hazardous waste containers.  Any questions will be directed to the Directorate of Public Works (DPW) or "Standortverwaltung" (STOV) Giebelstadt POCs.

2.  The handling of highly water endangering liquid substances, such as waste oil and solvents, requires special provisions:


a.  Filling of tanks and containers requires special care to prevent spills.  Overfilling is forbidden.  The level must be monitored regularly.

b.  The fill-in point must be kept clean from trash, debris etc. at all times to prevent blocking of pipes, valves etc.

c.  Any spilled material must be cleaned up immediately.   Appropriate absorbent must be available at the storage area.  Catch basins must be kept clean at all times.


d.  The safety devices, such as overfill- and leak-alarm, must be operational at all times.

4.  The DPW / Facility Engineer (FE) Giebelstadt or Work Order Section must be notified of any operational problems, maintenance or repair requests for underground tanks and collection containers.  The DPW Fire Department must be notified  in case of an emergency (fire, spill).

5.  The STOV is responsible for provision of adequate hazardous waste collection containers.  The Work Order or STOV POCs will be notified of any requirements, missing labels at containers or tanks, etc.

6.  The STOV is responsible for hazardous waste pick-up services and the Work Order or a STOV POC will be called if removal or turn-in services are required.
