   MWR - Serving America's Army

Ansbach is located in the northern part of Bavaria,
approximately 117 miles southeast of Frankfurt and
26 miles southwest of Nuernberg. Ansbach Military
Community consists of three separate US
installations:

KATTERBACH AND BISMARCK KASERNES
Located in the village of Katterbach, the posts are
three miles from Ansbach on highway 14 toward
Nuernberg, and cover an area of  approximately 863
acres.  Construction began in 1935 and was
completed in 1938.  During World War II, the
German air force flew missions from Katterbach to
Poland, France, England, and Russia.  After the war,
the Unites States took control of the two posts and
the first U.S. unit to be garrisoned there was the 1st
Infantry Division.  In 1964, an aviation unit moved to
the airfield.  It was redesignated to the 48th Aviation
Company and later moved to Stuttgart in 1975.
Current occupants of the installation include 4th
Brigade 1st Infantry Division which consists of
aviation and maintenance units, and Air Force liaison
(weather).

SHIPTON KASERNE, ANSBACH

Facilities on Shipton were built in the late 1980's and
the post's training area is adjacent to Soldier's Lake, a
recreational site with picnic and fishing facilities.
The 6th Battalion (Patriot), 52nd Air Defense
Artillery occupies the post at present.

BARTON BARRACKS, ANSBACH

Barton Barracks was built between 1936 and 1938.
During World War II, a German heavy motorized
battery was billeted there.  The post was named in the
honor of Lt. Colonel David Barton who was killed in
action June 3, 1944, in Velletri, Italy.  Present
occupants include the 235th BSB headquarters,
military police, military intelligence, and personnel
and finance units.

All incoming officers/enlisted (TDY and PCS) will
be given their unit assignment when they arrive at the
64TH Replacement Det. in Frankfurt. Personnel will
be transported to Ansbach, Barton Barracks, Bldg.
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5251 for sign-in. Service members will need 3 copies
of orders, 201 file, and a leave form. A checklist will
be issued with inprocessing instructions. Service
members must report in duty uniform. A member
from the soldiers assigned unit will pick-up the
service member and transport them to their unit. On
the first duty day after their arrival these service
members should then report to Barton Barracks
building 5251 to formally inprocess.

All incoming personnel, whether eligible or ineligible
for assignment to government quarters or
accompanied/unaccompanied by family members,
will report to the Housing Office at Barton Barracks
Bldg. 5251.

Families reporting to the Ansbach community will be
immediately assigned temporary or permanent
quarters as available. It is imperative that you bring
all essential items such as linens, blankets, pillows,
towels and other small household items. If possible,
mail these items ahead of time or make arrangements
with your sponsor to provide them. If temps or
permanent quarters are not available, rooms are
available at the Franconian Inn.   The billeting office
is at the Franconian Inn, Bismarck Kaserne. The Inn
has a total of 35 rooms, 5 of which have family
rooms, and 2 Visiting Officers Quarters. Rooms are
equipped with TV, radio, private bath, and shared
kitchens. Kitchens are equipped with coffeepot,
toaster, microwave, ovens, and refrigerators. Cost is
$38 for the sponsor, $15 for the next person and $9
for each additional person.

For child care information see Child and Teen
Services.

You must register your pet within 2 weeks of your
arrival in Germany. You may register at the monthly
pet clinic located in the library basement.  The
Wuerzburg Veterinarian Clinic comes to Ansbach on
a monthly basis for vaccinations, registrations and
nail clippings. A health certificate is required to
return your pet back to the States. This certificate can
be obtained at the monthly pet clinic only if the
veterinarian is on site, otherwise you will have to
obtain a health certificate at the Wuerzburg
Veterinary Clinic or on the local economy.

Important documents to hand carry: birth certificates
and shot records for your children in order to register
for child care and school; if seeking employment
bring school transcripts, updated resume or SF171,
personnel qualifications statement, professional

certifications or licenses; proof of car insurance;
family immunization records; pet registration license;
and bank records. For more information see the
"RELOCATION" SECTION.

USAREUR personnel should get and keep birth and
citizenship evidence. This document often is required
on short notice to apply for a passport, marriage
license, and birth registration for a newborn child or
U.S. immigrant visa for a non-U.S. citizen spouse or
child.

The identification/passport section of servicing
personnel detachment can provide U.S. citizens with
information on where to write in the United States for
birth and citizenship evidence. Non-U.S. citizens
must get this information from an embassy or
consulate of their home country.

Information on cost of living can be obtained in
RELOCATION section under Financial
Preparedness.

It is not necessary to bring a washer and dryer.
German curtains and drapes are hung from the ceiling
not from the wall therefore; they are longer than the
average American curtains. American curtains can be
easily adapted by sewing a special hanging tape to
the upper edge of the curtains.  German houses may
not have  carpeting and Government quarters are only
partially carpeted so bring all of the rugs you will
need.  Bring your own beds and lamps.  Housing has
items available for a loan period of 90 days. Cribs are
not available but may be purchased from the PX or
Thrift Shop. ACS has pots, pans, dishes and
tableware available for temporary loan.

**Remember to bring linen (sheets, towels, blankets,
pillows)**

It's important to understand what you're getting
yourself into before you pick up a pen and sign on the
dotted line.  This is particularly true when it comes to
German telephone contracts.  To have your phone
service turned off normally requires a minimum of
six working days.  However, if a one-year service
contract has been entered special rules apply.  For
example, terminating your phone service is not
possible during that one-year period. An automatic
renewal of the contract will take place.  In order to
stop the automatic renewal process a termination
letter must be sent at least three months before the
contract is up for renewal. There is no exception
clause for service members who PCS or ETS from
Germany.  However, negotiations are underway to try
and help those who signed a service contract while
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unaware of its full impact. U.S. personnel should
avoid signing service contracts by purchasing a
phone compatible with the German system.  You will
save money in the long run. Look into the various
commercial phone services to save money.

German housing or government leased housing
requires 220V appliances, but 110V appliances can
be used with transformers. Government quarters have
the capability to run on 110V or 220V without
transformers.  Operation on a transformer can reduce
the life of appliances. Do not bring 60 cycle items
such as clock radios.  Check to see which items are
convertible.  Microwave ovens with 60 Hertz cannot
be used at 50 Hertz and do not operate properly with

a transformer.  Most small appliances and daily
essentials can be purchased at the PX or on the
economy.

The supply of many items in the PX is usually
limited and quickly exhausted.  For this reason, if you
can anticipate a need for any of the following items,
you may wish to bring them with you from the
States:  (1) Children's Clothing and Shoes (2) Adult
Shoes (3) Large Items - Such as Rugs (4) Sewing
Notions.  Bring some of the next season's clothing
since your household goods may be delayed in
arriving and the seasons may change unexpectedly
early.

Regulations
TRAFFIC - U.S. military personnel, civilians and
their family members are governed by both German
Traffic Laws and Military Traffic Laws.  German
Road Traffic Regulations require that children under
12 years of age and shorter than 4'11" use a certified
and suitable child restraint device when being
transported in a vehicle.  ACS has a flyer with the
different child restraint systems by category.

GERMAN SAMARITAN LAW - The German
criminal code states that every driver who comes
upon an accident is obligated to render aid so long as
this is reasonably possible. If you do not render aid
you may be punished with imprisonment not
exceeding 1 year or by a fine. The Red Cross
provides first aid classes.

VEHICLE CHECKS - Safety checks are made to
ensure that seat belts are worn and that child car seats
are used. During heightened security, checks may
include vehicular searches and document checks.
These may cause delays so please be patient, they are
for the protection of you and your family.

RESTRICTED AREAS - The airfield has guards and
is restricted.

GREEN CARD - An international motor insurance
card (commonly referred to as the Green Card) is
required when crossing borders of most European
countries. POV owners can obtain the Green Card on
request at no charge from their insurance company.

INSURANCE - Minimum liability insurance required
by German law is DM 1,000,000/1,500,000 for
personal injury, DM 400,000 for property damage,
and DM 40,000 for consequent damages. Collision
and comprehensive insurance are not required by law
but may be desirable to protect the value of your
automobile.

FIREARMS - All firearms introduced into Germany
or acquired while assigned in Germany are to be
registered with the USAREUR Vehicle Registry,
Weapons Section, within 72 hours of arrival or
delivery.  Registering a privately owned firearm
delivered with household goods requires:
*Household goods inventory listing weapons; If
weapons were hand carried you  must see MP
customs to get a 2075 permit to import prior to
registration *Proof of ownership.  *AE Form 2496.
*An $8.00 check or money order (NO CASH) for
each weapon.  Registration is for four (4) years.

BICYCLE - Department of Defense Instruction
(DODI) requires persons riding a bicycle on
government facilities to wear a safety helmet. This
law also applies to passengers. Children under 40
pounds being carried on a bicycle must ride in an
approved safety seat.

HUNTING AND FISHING - Hunting and fishing are
restricted in Germany and licenses are required.
Classes are required before license(s) can be issued.
Call Outdoor Recreation for dates and times.

CHILDREN - Children under the age of nine must be
attended at all times even when in your fenced
backyard. Only children twelve years of age and over
can attend children under the age of nine years.
Children under eighteen (18) years of age have a
curfew from Sunday through Thursday 2200 hours to
0600 hours and Friday and Saturday 2300 hours to
0600 hours. They must be indoors during these hours.

GAS RATIONING - When you register your vehicle
you will be issued gas-rationing papers, which are
also your registration. You must present this paper
every time you purchase gas or gas coupons on post.
Gasoline on the economy is very, very expensive,
about $1.00 a liter.

RATIONING - A ration card is necessary for the
purchase of coffee, alcohol and cigarettes on post.
You may purchase these items on the economy
without any restrictions but they are more expensive.
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DOGS - According to Bavarian law, the following
dogs are illegal in Bavaria:

* Pit Bull  * Bandog  * American Staffordshire *
Bullterrier  * Tosa-Ina

This includes dogs mixed with any of the above
breeds. The burden of proof about what breed you
have is on the owner.

The following dogs are assumed to be aggressive or
dangerous until proven otherwise:

* Bullmastif       * Dog Argentino   * Mastino
Napoletano * Fila Brasileiro  * Mastin Espanol  *
Bullterrier      * Rhodesian Ridgeback * Mastiff
* Dogue de Bordeaux

Again, the burden of proof is on the owner. These
dogs must be registered immediately upon arrival in
Germany. While there is no cost for registering these
dogs, the owner will be told at the German Office for
Safety and Environment, that the dog will have to be
taken to a German veterinarian to be Temperament
Tested. There may be a cost for this testing. A dog
must be at least three months old in order to be
temperament tested. The fine for having an
unregistered dog is high. Dogs are registered at the
Offentliche Ordnung und Umweltfragen (Office for
Safety and Environment). The granting of a permit
may be combined with certain requirements such as
keeping the dog on a leash and/or use of a muzzle or
keeping the animal locked up. Please remember that
this is a German office and there may not be anyone
who speaks English.

VEHICLE REGISTRATION - In order to register
your vehicle you need the following documentation:

* DA form 788 shipping document * Proof of
ownership (stateside registration or title, bill of sale,
cancelled German Title Book, or certificate of origin)
* Double white insurance cards with an effective date
of not earlier than 60 days, or later than date of
submission of application for registration. This card
is obtained from your local insurance company.
Double white insurance cards (USAA policy holders)
must call Frankfurt office and they will send them to
USAREUR Vehicle Registration office in Mannheim
electronically (24 hours is required) * Valid ID and
valid USAREUR POV operator's license, either
permanent or temporary * A $10.00 check or money
order (NO CASH) (Registration of a vehicle is an
annual requirement.) *Two (2) each application cards
DA 190-AA (brown cards from vehicle registration).

To register motorcycles operational you must have a
USAREUR class 1 license to register.
Nonoperational registrations do not require a license.
If your motorcycle was shipped with Household
Goods, must bring inventory listing your motorcycle.

***********   DRIVER'S LICENSE - It is
mandatory to have a current stateside driver's license.
In accordance with the new Status of Forces
Agreement (SOFA) personnel who do not have a
valid stateside license will either have to obtain one,
get a military vehicles operator's license or a German
license. Family members will be required to have
either a stateside license or a German license, which
costs about DM 3,000.  There is a mandatory
orientation class and drivers' license testing. This test
has 100 written questions on general driving
regulations and 50 questions on international road
sign recognition. Persons holding a USAREUR POV
drivers' license and operating a POV are assumed to
have given their consent to chemical tests for alcohol
or other drug content of the blood, breath, or urine by
U.S./German authorities.

Transportation
A Scheduled Activity Bus runs from Barton Barracks
to Katterbach Kaserne and Shipton Kaserne stopping
at various locations allowing passengers access to
medical and other Quality of Life facilities. The bus
runs eight times daily, Monday-Friday (0700-1800),
except American/German holidays. Bus service is for
authorized ID card holders. The bus is primarily for
official use customers (civilian/military) going office
to office and single enlisted soldiers from billets to
place of duty and return. It affords the opportunity for
all others on a space available basis to have access to
Medical, Dental, Commissary, PX, ACS, APO, etc.

A Hospital Shuttle runs from Barton Barracks,
Katterbach Kaserne, Storck Barracks to Wuerzburg
Dental clinic and Hospital and return. This bus runs
twice daily, except German/American holidays. The
bus is available to all ID card holders with scheduled
appointments in the following priorities: Active
Military, Military Family Members, Retirees, and
Civilian employees. Families with small
children/infants must bring their child safety
seat/booster seat as a nine (9) passenger van is often
used and the TMP must comply with child safety
laws. Riders with confirmed appointments may call
TMP dispatcher to schedule a seat on the bus. Access
to POV Inland pick-up/turn in is possible on a space
available basis.

Ansbach is located approximately 117 miles
southeast of Frankfurt and 26 miles southwest of
Nuernberg.  Ansbach is served by the Frankfurt and
Nuernberg Airports and Rhein-Main Airbase. It is
also a railway junction to such areas as Munich,
Stuttgart, Wuerzburg, and Nuernberg. The summer
season, from May to early September, has average
temperatures from 55-85 degrees. Every year the city
bustles with congresses and festivals, open markets
and concerts. These include the remarkable
"International Bach Festival" which attracts
musicians from all over the world.
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History:  Ansbach has a great deal to offer everyone
interested in history.  This town is mentioned in
records as far back as the days before Charlemagne
ruled. The first settler, Onold by name, established
himself in the Rezat Valley approximately 700 A.D.
About 748 A.D. the Franconian nobleman,
Gumbertus founded a Benedictine monastery here.
He was later canonized. In due course, the monastery
was made into a chapter house, around which a
village grew until it was mentioned as a town in the
year 1221 A.D.  In the 14th century, the
Hohenzollern Burggraves from Nuernberg took
possession of Ansbach.  Since then, the fate of the
town was linked to the Hohenzollern dynasty for
almost 500 years. The importance of the settlement
rose in the 15th century when the Hohenzollern
created Electors and Margraves of Brandenburg.
Ansbach became the permanent residence of the
Franconian Hohenzollerns. Magnificent jousts were
seen during the reign of Albrecht Achilles (1400-
1486). When Reformation came, Margrave George
the Pious supported Martin Luther and the first
neoclassic houses in the center of town were built
during his reign and that of his son, Georg Friedrich
(1557-1603), who ruled the country peacefully.
Countless inhabitants died of starvation and plague
during the Thirty-Years War (1618-1648). The town
itself survived relatively unharmed.

At the end of the 17th century, Ansbach was fast
becoming a typical baroque residence.  The most
remarkable event of this time was the birth of
Carolina of Ansbach.  Queen Margravine Christine
Charolotte (1723-1729) and her son, Carl Wilhelm
Friedrich, nicknamed "The Wild Margrave" for his
irascibility, did much for the embellishment of his
capital.  He was married to a sister of Friedrich the
Great of Prussia.

Quite different from the "Wild Margrave" was his
son, Alexander. He was influenced by favorites
around him; first by Mademoiselle Clarion, who was
a French actress, and later by an English woman.
Ansbach was given to the Kingdom of Bavaria in
1806 by Napoleon I and this ended the Hohenzollern
era.  Industrialization progressed very slowly in
Ansbach.  The town was characterized as being an
administrative and cultural center.  Only after World
War II did Ansbach begin to catch up in this respect.
The historical core of Ansbach was spared during
World War II and it has kept its baroque character.
Since 1970, Ansbach has enlarged its municipal area
by annexing adjacent communities. The town is
steadily moving toward a prosperous future.

These are
held weekly at various locations.  Listings are in the
Thursday edition of the Stars and Stripes newspaper.

Flea Markets:  These markets are held throughout the
year.

German/American Fest:  Celebration of the Fourth of
July with a variety of foods,  vendors, and of course
the famous local brew.

Nuernberg Christkindlesmarkt:  The highlight of the
Advent season is the famous Christkindlesmarkt held
in Nuernberg's main market square.  Lasting from the
Friday before the beginning of Advent until
Christmas Eve, the market attracts visitors from near
and far.  At the center of the market is a nativity
scene with wooden figurines telling the Christmas
story.  At noon and midnight the clock strikes twelve
with the help of a Nuernberg Angel, and the three
wise men come out to bring their gifts.  The market
stalls are decorated with branches of fir and lit by
lanterns.  Christmas decorations, angels, little prune
figures, and the famous spicy Lebkuchen cakes are
for sale.

Fasching:  Fasching starts on the eleventh of
November at 11:11 A.M.  This carnival, similar to
the Mardi Gras, features extravagant parades and
parties up until Ash Wednesday.  Many people dress
up and act silly.  A good time for all.

Cultural Attractions
Rothenburg is about 1/2 hour from Ansbach.  It is
one of the most well-preserved medieval cities in all
of Europe.  You can feel the spirit of times past by
walking for a mile and a half atop the city wall or by
looking down on the clustered town roofs.  Some
attractions include criminal museum, doll museum,
transportation museum and various novelty shops.

Nuernberg is about 35 minutes from Ansbach.  Here
you will find a large metropolitan area with a lot to
offer.  Shopping (some stores you will recognize!) an
opera house, Nuernberg Fortress, Transportation
Museum, Planetarium, Nuernberg "Old City", Hang
Man Tower and the remaining historical buildings .
This once badly bombed treasure chest, a symbol of
German glory for over 1000 years and for a short
span, of German shame, has been meticulously
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restored, and is definitely worth a visit. Additionally,
this city offers a vast quantity of night clubs,
restaurants, and sponsors many seasonal fests.  The
Nuernberg zoo is noted for its aquatic section.

Ansbach has a historical city center, with the
Margrave's Palace located in the heart of Ansbach.
Across from the palace you will find the Orangerie
and Park, one of the most remarkable palace parks of
Franconia.  Ansbach has an indoor/outdoor pool
called Aquella, which is a water park that offers a
wave pool, water slide, kiddy pool, gym and tanning
room.

On the outskirts of Ansbach in Gunzenhausen is the
Franconian Lake District.  This area offers sailing,
wind surfing, swimming, horseback riding and
camping.

Recreation Opportunities
There is plenty to see and do around Ansbach, not to
mention the rest of Germany and Europe. There are
museums, amusement parks and zoos to visit.
Outdoor activities such as hiking and biking are
popular.  Winter sports such as skiing, sledding,
snowboarding, and ice-skating are also available.
Summer sports include rafting, mountain climbing
and hiking. The best way to experience Germany is
to get out and see it. There are clubs, which includes
both Germans and Americans.  They are the Ski
Club, the KONTAKT Club and the
German/American Ladies Friendship Group.
Armed Forces Recreation Centers (AFRC) offer a
variety of sports in several areas. All AFRC facilities
are within 4 hours driving distance of Ansbach.
Rates are from $54.00 to $109.00 per night
depending on occupancy and rank of service
members.

LOCAL RECREATION OPTIONS:

* Hoheneck Nature Park runs along the ridge of the
valley that surrounds Ansbach. Trails for walking go
on for miles.      * There are a number of
indoor/outdoor swimming pools within a short
driving distance of Ansbach.

* There are over 2000 camping sites in Germany,
some of which are open even in winter. Camping
facilities are usually highly organized with small
shops, bathhouses, and recreation areas for children.
They are crowded during the tourist season (May to
Sept).

* Amusement parks similar to those in the US are
very popular and abundant in Germany. The most
well-known are Phantasialand, Holiday Park, Europa
Park, Geiselwind and the most recent, Warner
Brothers.

* There are many animal parks and zoological
gardens. Some great zoos to visit are located in
Nuernberg, Frankfurt and a wildpark in Bad
Mergentheim.

* There are over 100 well-marked bicycle routes
throughout the region. Hotels and restaurants along
these routes are geared to bicyclists. Many trains will
also carry bicycles to the starting point of a bicycle
tour or you may rent a bicycle in some of the towns.

* Many small rivers and canals are ideal for
canoeing. The German Canoeing Organization has
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published a canoeing guide which describes all
suitable water routes.

* Downhill and cross-county skiing is available at
AFRC in Garmish and Chiemsee, popular ski resorts
with the military. These spots are situated close to the
Swiss and Austrian Alps.

* AFRC also has mountain climbing, hiking, sailing,
windsurfing, rafting, scuba diving, hang gliding,
paragliding and more.

* Horseback riding is offered through stables in
Ansbach.

Community Transportation
There are a number of ways to get around Germany.
Almost all German cities have excellent public
transportation with buses, taxis and streetcars. They
generally run frequently and punctually, and they
provide excellent transportation. You buy your
tickets at train stations, at special kiosks, at vending
machines, or less frequently on the buses and
streetcars themselves. A single ticket usually runs
from 2 to 4 DM and is normally cheaper if you buy it
at one of the kiosks or vending machines. The ACS
Newcomers Orientation explains how to use these
different transportation systems.

You will find taxis lined up at train stations, airports
and busy city intersections. Most cab drivers speak
English, so you merely need to state your destination
and hop in. The cab driver will lower the "flag" on
the meter and the price of your fare will begin
ticking. Don't be alarmed if the price starts out as
high as 5 or 10DM. That's the minimum fare the taxi
charges. Your fare will be added on top of that.

The trains of the German Railway (German
Bundesbahn) are fast, punctual, clean, comfortable

and safe. Long distance trains have good diners and
sleepers. In the stations (Bahnhof) one will find the
yellow schedule "ABFAHRT" for trains leaving and
the white schedule "ANKUNFT" for trains arriving.
You may buy your ticket at the train station, in
advance at Carlson Wagonlit on post, or on board the
train (but you will pay extra.)

U-Bahns and S-Bahns are German subways. U-Bahns
run mostly underground, S-bahns mostly above
ground. Both operate in large cities and are generally
clean, modern, and efficient. They work pretty much
like streetcars. You buy your ticket at a kiosk or
vending machine and you validate it in a small time
clock when you climb aboard.

DRESS CODE AND DISCIPLINE POLICY
EFFECTIVE 31 AUGUST 1998

1.  Clothing will be clean, neat, serviceable (no holes,
tears, slits deliberately cut, frayed or ragged), and
worn properly.

2.  Students will not be allowed to attend class(s) if
inappropriate clothing is worn to school. Parents will
be notified immediately to bring in appropriate items
of clothing. Items such as sunglasses, gloves, hats,
jackets, etc. may be confiscated and can be reclaimed
at the end of the school day. Students are expected to
store these items in their lockers. The following items
will not be worn:

     a.  Extreme or provocative styles of dress
including bare midriff, mesh shirts or tops, tube tops,
halter tops, tank tops; blouses, shirts or skirts made of
see-through materials; skirt lengths shorter than mid-
thigh; gym shorts or shorts not considered dress
shorts; tops or T-shirts designed as under clothes;
sports tank tops worn alone (over a T-shirt is
acceptable). No skirts or dresses with slits past mid-
thigh; No bra-less look. No backless or strapless
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dresses; No exposing of any underclothing (bras,
underwear, sports bras); spandex type dresses or
spandex shorts; beach wear. No ill fitting clothing-
too large or too small.

     b.  Clothing that encourages or promotes
cigarettes and other tobacco products, beer/alcohol,
or drug use will be worn. This includes symbols and
brand names.

     c.  Clothing or accessories that (1) depicts or
promotes violence (2) suggests racial prejudice using
symbols, graphic or words (3) has printed obscenities
in graphics or words (4) depicts sexual connotations
will not be worn. This also includes spiked clothing
and collars, pins and buttons, metal chains attached to
any article of clothing, belt loops or wallets where the
chain hangs loose from the body.

     d.  All hats or any head covering (including
stocking caps, bandanas, nylons, hairnets, caps, sun-
visors), gloves and sunglasses will not be worn or
carried in the school building at any time.

     e.  Foot-wear that would be considered unsafe or
unsanitary: flip flops, shower shoes, bedroom
slippers, thongs or sandals without heel straps.
Athletic shoes or boots that are manufactured with
buckles, shoe strings, or clasps, will be buckled,
clasped or tied securely to the foot at all times.

     f.  Belts will be secured inside the belt loops.
Pants without belt loops must be able to stay up at the
waist without use of a belt. The waist-line is defined
as 2" below the navel. An extra long belt, where there
is more than 6 inches of belt from the buckle, is not
allowed.

3.  It is not allowed for shorts, sweats, pants or hip
huggers to be pulled down below the waist-line (2"
below the navel) or sagging regardless of what the
student may be wearing under them or over them.
Jumpers and overalls must be fully worn with all side
fasteners buttoned or zipped and with both straps on
the shoulder.

4.  For appropriate length of shorts, dresses and
skirts: extended both arms down besides the legs. The
hemline should extend below the longest fingers of
both hands, or measure 5 inches from the middle of
the knee cap.

5.  Any clothing, hats, bandanas or other
paraphernalia that is worn in such a manner as to
represent or indicate gang affiliation is not allowed,
and includes the following:

     a.  A right or left shoe untied with laces hanging
loose.

     b.  A right or left pants leg rolled up.

     c.  A glove worn on a right or left hand.

     d.  A right or left sock pushed down into the
shoe/boot.

     e.  All handkerchiefs/bandanas displayed (tied to a
belt-loop, wrapped & tied around a leg or arm) to
reflect gang affiliation.

     f.  Extra long belts, or material used as a belt,
where the length hangs on either the right or left side
of the body.

     g.  "Paraphernalia" may include jewelery, tattoos
(should be covered), hair do's, eyebrow shaving, etc.

6.  Gang related items will be confiscated, reported to
the Military Police, and returned only to the parents.

7.  Any items associated with potentially illegal
activities will be turned over to the Military Police.

This dress code is not designed to inhibit students in
self-expression in any way, but is designed to ensure
a safe, considerate, and non-distracting academic
environment. " Dress for Success."

Getting a job overseas may seem like an impossible
feat, however, it does not need to be.  Starting a
home-based business could be the answer.   Be aware
that due to the Status of Forces Agreement, there are
many restrictions.

One advantage of operating a home-based business is
you can work as much or as little as you want.  There
are many possibilities for a home-based business.
Most fall into the services area.  For example, voice
or piano lessons, word processing, tutoring, resume
preparation and family child care.  In order to operate
a home-based business in military housing, applicants
must submit a business proposal stating what services
will be offered, supplies needed and where
purchased, and estimated costs of services provided.
Home-based businesses involving any sale of

commercial items, such as Tupperware, Mary Kay,
Avon, etc., are prohibited.

NOTE:  German custom requirements and
compliance with international agreements can impose
significant restriction on home-based business,
especially those dealing with a product.  There are
restrictions on using government housing and the
Military Postal system.  Checking with ACS first is
strongly recommended.

Household Goods Out-Bound Shipments
Arrangement for your household goods shipment
begins at your Transportation Office.

Picking up your POV:

In case of a claim for damages, visit
the Claims office.

POVs must be picked up within 14 working days of
notification. After 14 days, a memorandum from the
owner, endorsed by the commander may be
submitted to waive time limitation, if circumstances
exist (i.e. field duty, TDY, hospitalization etc.) Route
through local Transportation Office for approval.

POV Out-Bound Shipments
The following information is provided by the
Defense Manpower Data Center as a courtesy for use
by SITES clients. It is subject to change.  Please
check with appropriate base/post agencies to obtain
the latest information.

This information is designed for military and civilian
personnel authorized to ship POVs at government
expense. It is based on entitlements from Joint
Federal Travel Regulations (JFTR), Volume I, for
military members and Joint Travel Regulations(JTR),
Volume II, for civilian employees.

1.  "With dependents" tour.

 a. Soldiers accompanied by, or joined by their family
members must have enough remaining service to
serve the prescribed "with dependents," tour or to
serve 12 months after arrival of family members,
whichever is longer.  Family members in this case is
defined as any person that is authorized government
travel and command sponsorship in the overseas area.
The remaining service must be acquired by
reenlistment or extension before command
sponsorship will be approved.

 b.  Career enlisted soldiers and officers who have no
family members will serve the "with dependents"
tour.

2.  "All others" tour.  Soldiers below will serve the
"all others" tour unless they elect to extend their
tours.

    a.  Soldiers who are divorced or legally separated
and pay child support.  This applies as long as the
marital status remains divorced or legally separated,
and the soldier continues to pay child support.

    b.  Those who elect to serve overseas without their
family members.

    c.  Are serving in an area where family members
are not permitted.

3.  Contract tours.  When soldiers are assigned to
activities governed by government-to-government
contracts, the tour length specified by the contract
will be served regardless of the prescribed tour length
for the area.  This includes soldier assigned to
Technical Assistance Field Teams (TAFTS).

Excerpt from the Teen Sponsorship letter: To teens
from teens... "We the teen sponsorship committee
would like to make the time you have here
worthwhile. Let's try for instance... the movie theater.
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We have the same movies that they have in the states,
just a few weeks later... but believe me, all in all, it's
worth it. Then we have the gym, where you can mess
around and shoot hoops or just work out.  If none of
that works, then let's try Arts and Crafts.  There you
can make just about anything...from bowls to jewelry.
So get involved.  If not with the above options, then
try the teen center.  The Katterbach Teen Center is
open to teens ages 11-19.  Provided is a game room,
television room, dance room, and sports court.
Dance parties, lock-ins, trips to amusement parks,
swimming and sports are sponsored by the YS.
There is also a Teen Council.  I forgot to tell you
about the many amusement parks here.  There is a
brochure in the Teen Welcome Packet.  If you haven't
received one, ask for one through your local Youth
Services Branch and we will be glad to send you
one."

Youth Employment
The Army in Europe offers a Summer Hire Program
for youths interested in summer work.  These
positions include clerical, postal, and manual labor to
name a few.  This is a 7 week long program for ages
14-23.  All applicants must submit an application
with the Civilian Personnel Advisory Center.

As long as you are 13 years or older, you may
become a certified baby-sitter.

There are many volunteer opportunities in the
Ansbach Military Community; to include:  Red
Cross,  ACS,  DODDS, and YS.

For Teens Only
The Katterbach Teen Center is open to all teen-agers
13 - 18 years. The Teen Center provides a number of
activities such as dances, trips, lock-ins, swimming,
go-karting, high adventure camp, community service
projects, leadership training and mentoring and
support activities.  The center has an active Teen
Council, sponsorship program, and newsletter.  The
teen program offers opportunities for employment
through the Teen Employment Program.  Finally the
center has a game room, television room, snack bar,
and a state of the art computer lab. Don't miss out on
the contests, video games, social and holiday events!

Survival Tips For First Termers

Survival Tips for First Termers Overview
Living overseas in the military can be a very
rewarding and exciting experience, but also very
expensive. When you receive notice of an overseas

assignment, you should go immediately to your local
ACS for information on your new installation. It
always pays to be prepared for the unexpected. Take
advantage of all of the services that are provided free
of charge through the military.

Before You Move
***************************HOT************
*************** It is essential that you pack linens,
pillows, blankets and towels and bring these with
you. If it is not possible to hand carry these items,
mail them to your sponsor or make arrangements for
your sponsor to provide these items. Again, contact
your local ACS for information on your new
assignment. Find out the local customs, what you
should bring and what should be put in storage or
sent home.

After You Arrive
Contact Army Community Service (ACS).  We will
have all the information you'll need once you arrive
at your new duty station.  Contact the Housing Office
before making any arrangements for housing.  Notify
the Household Goods Inbound section of your new
address and check on the status of your household
goods.  Have they arrived?  Are they in storage?
How do you file a claim if there is damage?

Once you've found a house or apartment and your
possessions have arrived, the job of getting
acquainted with your new neighborhood begins.  On
moving-in day, if you have small children, you might
want to make arrangements for child care.  Older
children might want to help by checking off boxes as
they come in or upacking the special box of their
belongings.  Be at your home before the movers
arrive.  Have an idea of where you want things placed
- the movers will only put your couch in one place.
Check your belongings carefully and make sure to
note on the inventory any damaged or missing items
so you can file a claim.  Check any high valuable
items, such as TV and stereo before the movers leave.

So many things to remember!  You will find that
services and procedures vary from post to post.  Most
importantly, remember help is just a phone call away.
When in doubt - ask.  Call your ACS staff anytime.
If they do not know, they will find out.

Vehicle Ownership
If you have a valid ID card and stateside driver's
license, you can apply for a USAREUR driver's
license by visiting the local Driver's Testing Office.
US military personnel and their family members are
governed by both German traffic laws and military
traffic laws.  Minimum liability insurance is required
by German law.

All applicants for USAREUR POV Operator's Permit
and SF-46 (Government Operator's Permit) must
attend a 2 hour orientation on driving in Europe.
This orientation is given by appointment only, call
for details.
