You can color this MP to look like one in your neighborhood.
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One of the things SNAP volunteers report are abandoned cars.  You can tell if it is abandoned, or left behind, is if there is no license plate.  The license plate has letters and numbers on it.  

Circle the car with no license plate:
It is always important to know what is going on around you.  When you observe, you are aware and you can be safer.  Sometimes it is hard to see everything.  Just remember be careful.  Look around and listen to traffic.

In order to know what suspicious things are you have to teach each other.  Some things that are suspicious are smoke, boxes that are left alone, people sneaking around and even someone shouting for help.  If you see these things tell an adult right away!  You can make a difference and help protect our neighborhood!

When you emphasize, you point things out strongly. A good safety habit is watching out for signs.  There seems to be construction everywhere you go.  Open your eyes and be alert.  You don’t want to get hurt.
