SNAP into Action!

After School Program Proposal

The Safe Neighborhood Awareness Program (SNAP) is a new program to enhance force protection and crime prevention situational awareness.  It has been successfully integrated into in processing efforts and reaches many service members.   The next focus is to the family members of the 417th BSB community.  This proposal is to include 4th and 5th grade children in force protection and crime prevention efforts.  With existing programs like D.A.R.E. informing children of the dangers of drugs, they are better prepared to stay drug free.  The SNAP after school program is another tool to help children to be better prepared for emergency situations.


The after school programs’ main purpose is to provide information and teach children to be safe.  When new skills are learned it can enhance self-confidence.  By teaching them to practice safety and awareness, they can feel safe.  In situations of an emergency they can be prepared and knowledgeable to help themselves and others.  After completing the after school program they will become certified SNAP Volunteers and earning volunteer hours and actively participating in safe guarding our community.


*The order in which the lesson plans are set up can possibly change due to the availability of the guest speakers.

Concept


The SNAP after school program, “SNAP into Action,” provides another source of information and training on force protection, crime prevention situational awareness and overall safety.

Objectives

· Introduce force protection and crime prevention situational awareness

· Provide safety information including fire safety

· Provide opportunity for more active participation for both parent and child

· Provide opportunity to volunteer in a community program to enhance community awareness
Time Frame


The lesson plan is for one day a week, Tuesday’s, for 7 weeks.  The program will run from 2:30 pm until 3:30 pm.  The next opportunity for the after school program to begin is as soon as February 4, 2003 ending on March 18, 2003 with a graduation ceremony.  Another possible date the after school program can begin is April 15, 2003 ending on May 27, 2003.

Class Dynamics


The class will consist of one instructor, the 417th BSB SNAP Coordinator, and 5-10 children.  If the class size should increase more than 10, an assistant will be required.  There will be 4 possible guest speakers to assist.

Equipment Needs


School: A classroom or area to conduct the program with electrical outlet access, tables, chairs and a wall or board to post lesson materials


417th BSB SNAP: Paper, Pencils, Crayons or Markers, Construction Boards, Note Cards, Clip Boards, Glue, Laminate, Stickers to reward good work, Certificates for Graduation and SNAP uniform equipment

Required Paperwork

· DA Form 5671, Parent Permission
· DA Form 4162, Volunteer Record
· DA Form 4712, Volunteer Agreement
· Memorandum of Understanding
The required paperwork will be provided and will need to be returned no later then the beginning of the 6th class/week.

Parent Involvement


As part of supporting the SNAP after school program I will ask the parents of the children to receive a SNAP awareness briefing so they can fully understand the program objectives and at which time will receive the required paperwork.  At the last class there will be a station to station setting in which the children will need to answer questions to complete the program and become certified.  I will ask the parents to participate as a volunteer at a station and/or provide a snack for the graduation ceremony.

Week 1, Lesson 1

Welcome to the SNAP After School Program: SNAP into Action!
Lesson Objectives:

· Explain what S.N.A.P stands for and the program objectives

· Explain what P.R.O.T.E.C.T. stands for

· Identify and describe a suspicious person

Equipment:

· Prepared note cards (4 X 6)
· Poster board with figure
· Assignment papers
· Pencils
Ice Breaker to introduce every one to the Program

Activity 1: (Part 1) Getting to know you


Estimated Time: 10-15 min.

1. Form a circle.

2. Instructor stats name and favorite T.V. show.  Then taps the person on the left to begin the exercise.

3. The next person must recite the previous persons information plus their own.  Then taps the next person on the shoulder to continue the exercise.

4. This continues until it is the instructors turn again and must recite all the information for the entire group.

(Part 2) Remembering who is who?

1. Every one changes seats so that no one is in the same seat.  Remove one chair.

2. Form a circle. 

3. Instructor is left standing.

4. Instructor will call out two names.  The persons called must switch places before the instructor can steal an open seat.

5. Person left standing continues the exercise until everyone has had a chance to participate.

Introducing the group to the Safe Neighborhood Awareness Program

Activity 2:  What is SNAP?



Estimated Time: 15-20 min.
Set up: Prepared note cards (4 X 6) with the letters of the acronym “SNAP.”  On the opposite side have the word for that acronym letter plus one program objective.  Prepared note cards (4 X 6) with the letters of the acronym “ PROTECT.”  On the opposite side have the word for that acronym letter.  Also include a sentence using the word to explain the acronym.

1. Explain to the group what an acronym is, use military police (MP) to illustrate.

2. Randomly hand out the note cards to the group (if there aren’t enough children double card, and have instructor participate).

3. Ask the group to form the designated acronyms.

4. Have the first group to form “SNAP” and read the cards

5. Have the second group form “PROTECT” and read the cards

6. Open the floor to discuss what the group believes what the acronyms involves?

Identify and describe a suspicious person

Activity 3: What did you see? 



Estimated Time:  10-15 min.

Set up: Have a prepared display board with a person and car.  Have the display board covered.  Talk to the group about identifying and describing some one so they can tell an adult authority figure (mom, dad, teacher, MP)


(Part 1)

· Choose a child to demonstrate characteristics to remember

· Boy or Girl?

· Age?

· Height?

· Weight?

· What clothes are worn? T-shirt? Coat? Pants? Shoes? Color?

· What they are doing?

· Anything else is around them?

· Demonstrate what a suspicious person may be doing

· Hiding activity

· Looking into parked car windows

· Stranger sitting in a car trying to talk to kids

· Strangers offering candy and help to find a lost animal

· Trying to start a fire

· Spray painting on a wall

(Part 2)

· Pass out the assignment papers with a blank figurine with spaces to describe the person

· Uncover the picture and allow the group to look at the picture 

· Cover the picture after 2 minutes, then instruct the group to fill out the paper

· After every one has completed uncover the board and go over answers

*If time permits have a second demonstration available.

Closing

Review Lesson Objectives

· Explain what P.R.O.M.O.T.E. stands for

· Identify a suspicious person

Inform the group the next class topic, “Dealing with SNAP related situations.”

Week 2, Lesson 2

Dealing with SNAP related situations

Lesson Objectives: 

· Given a situation know which adult to notify

· Identify suspicious activity

· Contacting the MP desk by phone

· Talk to an MP without being intimidated

Equipment:

· Prepared note cards (4 X 6)
· Visual aides
· Props
Identifying authority figures

Activity 1: Whom do I talk to?



Estimated Time:  15-20 min

Set up: Have pictures of authority figures: parent, teacher, MP, friend, and fireman. 

· Open the floor for discussion on authority figures or who they can go for help

· Display pictures accordingly 

· Ask:  What makes it hard to talk to an adult?

· Present situations in which they would go to:

· Parent: ANYTHING!

· Teacher: bullying

· MP: if you see some one who needs help and the other two are unavailable

· Friend: if your unsure about something that they might know, or need some one to go with you to talk to an adult

· Fireman: if you see a fire, or have a question about fire

· Introduce ideas to help them talk to an adult:

· Talk to an adult you trust

· Take a friend, if you’re afraid to go to an adult alone

· Go to more than one adult

· Reassure them that:

· Parents acre about them and what they have to say

· They will not get in trouble for telling

· It is okay to talk to an MP

· Adults are here to help


Identifying suspicious activity

Activity 2: (Part 1) What’s not right?


Estimated Time:  20-25 min

Set up: Have props available to use for scenarios.  Have note cards prepared with the following scenarios;

1. Suspicious Person sneaking around in a cloak acting strange

2.  2 people talking and a third person trying to listen in

3. Person playing with matches and starts a fire  

4. Person carrying a box, drop it, and walk away

5. Person Screaming for help

(Apply)

1. Randomly handout scenario cards with props

2. Give each person 5 minutes to read the scenario and try to figure out how to act it out

3. Have each person perform the scenarios adding a location.  The rest of the group will determine what is going on and how to respond.

4. Ask:  Whom would you tell?

(Part 2) Computer Safety
Set up: Given they are at home playing on the computer.  Present the following scenarios and ask what is right? Not right?

1. Everyone you meet on the Internet, by e-mails or games, always type the truth.

-Not right- They can type anything they want; it doesn’t mean they are typing the truth.  They are still strangers because you don’t know them.

2. Someone asks for your address, phone number or where you go to school.

-Not right- Never give strangers information about you or your family.

3. You are on the computer sending pictures over the net, but that’s okay they are not of your parents in their underwear.

-Not right- Never send pictures of anyone without checking with your parents first.

4. Someone sends an e-mail to you and asks you things that make you uncomfortable, so you ignore them.

-Right- You can always use the “Ignore” button, or log off if you don’t like it.

5. You’ve been chatting with screen name, “huggie bear” for 3 weeks.  “Huggie bear” wants to meet at a video arcade down town.  You do down town by yourself because “huggie bear “ is a friend.

-Not right- Never arrange to meet another user face to face.  Tell your parents if they ask to meet you or talk on the phone with you.

6. You receive an e-mail but don’t recognize the sender, so you delete it.

-Right- If you don’t know who its from don’t open it!  It could be a virus.

Guest Speaker

Meet and Greet an MP!




Estimated Time: varies on availability

Set-up: Coordinate with the local Military Police station to have a MP Patrol speak with the group.  Create a positive atmosphere for the group to interact with the MP.  Allow time to look at the patrol car and any questions to be asked.

Closing: Review


Q) Is it hard to talk to an adult?  How can you make it easier?


Q) What happens if they don’t listen?  Who else can you go to?


Q) What kinds of things do Suspicious People do?

Instruct the group to bring their parents’ phone number for work, home phone number and home address for the next class.  The information will be used to create a card they can keep if they get lost.  Home addresses should not be a P.O. Box. (A note will be prepared to send home).

Week 3, Lesson 3

Safety everywhere you go

Lesson Objectives:

· Know what the emergency phone numbers are, or where they can be found
· What to do if there is a stranger
· Dealing with bullies
· Bicycle Safety
Equipment:

· Paper
· Crayons or Markers
· Blank note cards (3 X 5)
· Laminate
· Poster board with emergency phone numbers
· Work book
Identifying emergency contact phone numbers

Activity 1: Whom can I call for an emergency?

Estimated Time: 20-25 min.

Set up: Have a prepared poster board with Emergency phone numbers displayed to show to the group.  Have crayons or markers and paper available for the group.


Ask the group if they know how to call the MP? Fire station?  Mom? Dad?

· Pass out the paper supplies and have each person create their own emergency contact rooster to put on the refrigerator.

· Instruct the group to use figures or colors to identify what each phone number is for.

· After they have completed their task ask if anyone wishes to share what they’ve created.

· Pass out the note cards and have them create one small enough to put in their back pack/wallet.

· Assist the group in laminating their cards

Dealing with a stranger

Activity 2: What to do if a stranger approaches?

Estimated Time: 10-15 min.

Set up: Provide work books with the given the situation; playing/hanging out side with friends and a stranger approaches.  Ask the following questions and allow the group to answer accordingly.

1.  Q) When you go outside whom should you tell?



A) Always tell your parents where you are planning to go.  If some thing should happen they know where to find you.


2. Q) What are some of the things you take with you?



A) Bike, Coat if it’s cold out side.  The emergency card you made with all the numbers and your address, just in case you’re going off post or get lost.


3. Q) What is a stranger?



A) A stranger is any one you or your parents do not know well or trust.

4. Q) What if a stranger wants to give you a gift?  Like a new bike, and they need you to go with them.  Should you go?


A) No, never talk to strangers.  Don’t take any gifts or accept rides from them.  If they tell you it’s okay, you tell them you have to check with your parents first.  Then go tell your parents right away about the stranger.  Try and remember what he/she looks like, so you can describe then to your parents.

5. Q) What if a stranger won’t leave you alone and makes you feel uncomfortable?


A) Leave the area.  Find a friend.  Go to your parents and tell them what happened.  Try and remember what he/she looks like, so you can describe them to you parents.

6. Q) If a friend tells you about a short cut, and you’ve never been that way before is it a good idea to follow?


A) It is safer not to go places you’ve never been before, OR places you don’t know are safe.

7. Q) What if you get lost?


A) If your lost and no one is around stay where you are.  If you’re lost in a store, find a clerk.  If you’re lost in a neighborhood, find a security or police officer.

8. Q) If you need help, and need to call for Fire or a MP what number can you dial from home or off post?


A) Toll free 0800 980 1111, can be used from any home phone, pay phone, cell phone and DSN (99) telephones.


Dealing with bullies

Activity 3: Role-playing




Estimated Time: 10-15 min

Set up: Choose one to play the bully, one to be the bullied and one being a friend.  Have them demonstrate what a bully is.

· Ask: What are bullies?  What do they do?

· Some one who pushes others around

· Not nice

· Makes fun of others

· Picks a fights

· Ask:  What can you do?

· Walk away

· Tell an adult

· Try to talk it out

· Stick up for kids who are being bullied

· Never fight or argue with a bully

· Do not be a bully your self.

· Golden Rule: Treat others as you would want them to treat you

Guest Speaker

Meet and greet a Military Police Investigator (MPI) 
Estimated Time: varies on availability

Set up: Coordinate with Military Police Investigation office for a representative to speak to the group.  The MPI representative can talk about dealing with strangers, being lost and missing kids.  Allow group to ask questions and have a good experience with the inspector.  

Closing

Review

· Emergency phone numbers

· Suspicious activity

· Dealing with strangers? Bullies?

Inform the class that next week they will cover fire safety.

Week 4, Lesson 4

Fire Safety

Lesson Objective:

· Call the fire station when there is a fire

· Detect possible fire hazards

· Evacuate from a fire

Equipment:

· Fire prevention handouts
· Visual aides
Identifying possible fire dangers

Activity 1: What are dangerous?


Estimated Time: 10-15 min.

Set up: Have visual aides to display possible fire dangers.  Describe situations that could occur.  Refer to the emergency contact rooster that was created. 

· Ask:  What can you do?

· Ask:  What else could be dangerous?  Examples include:

· Exposed wires

· Too many electrical items plugged into one outlet

· Electrical items left on and unattended

· Stove left on and unattended

· Dish towels or rags left beside the stove

· Matches or candles left out for children to find

Guest Speaker

Meet and Greet a Fire Inspector



Estimated Time: varies on availability

Set up: Coordinate with the Fire Inspector’s office to have a representative come to the group and speak about fire safety.  Conduct a fire drill.


Evacuating from a fire

Activity 2:  (Part 1) Fire Drill



Estimated Time: 20-25 min.

Set up: Discuss evacuation procedures at School and at home.  Discuss different exists.  Discuss when at home and alone.

· HOME:

1. Simulation of Fire Drill

2. Have every one crawl to door

3. Touch the door to check heat

4. Exit (if in a stair well, knock on doors and let other residents know about fire)

5. Meet in an agreed area

6. Take accountability

7. Wait for the fire department

· SCHOOL:

1. Simulation of Fire Drill

2. Have every one line up (Hand on shoulders, optional)

3. Exit, walking in a calm manner

4. Meet in designated area

5. Take accountability

6. Wait for Fire Department

(Part 2) If you’re on fire:

· STOP

· DROP

· ROLL

· Call/Get help 

Closing

Review

· Discuss what are fire dangers

· Discuss fire exits and drill

· Ask for the emergency fire number

Inform group of next week’s activity, basic first aide.

Week 5, Lesson 5

Basic First Aide

Lesson Objective: 
· Identify basic injuries

· Identify injuries that need immediate attention

· Know when to help and when to call for help

· Preventing Injuries

Equipment:

· Basic first aide handout
· Visual aides
Identifying the possible injury

Activity 1:  (Part 1) What’s wrong?


Estimated Time: 25-30 min.

Set up: Inform the group the first thing that should be done when they see some one hurt is get help from an adult.  

· Ways they can be hurt:

Cuts 


Stomach Ache 

Bit


Burns

Twisted Ankle 

Fractures 


Hit on head

Unconscious

Bleeding 

Can’t breath

· What to do?

1. Find out what is wrong.   Ask them what is wrong?

2. Stay Calm

3. Tell an adult if it’s a really bad injury

4. Things you can do:

· Cut: clean and cover up with a cloth or band aide

· Stomach Ache:
help friend to an adult

· Bit: Clean the area

· Burn: GET AN ADULT!

· Twisted Ankle:
Don’t move, Get an adult

· Fractures:  If the bone is sticking out- cover, Don’t move, Get an adult

· Hit on head:  Tell an adult

· Unconscious:  Don’t move, Get an adult

· Bleeding:  Clean, Cover, Get an adult

· Can’t breath: GET AN ADULT!

· If Choking- use the Heimlich maneuver if you’ve learned how to properly do it.

· Things to remember:

1. Always tell or get an adult for help

2. Stay Calm

3. If your out side and some one is hurt that can be moved, help them to a safe place (Hot weather- under shade, Cold weather-in a warm place)

4. If your out side and its cold and can’t be moved try to make sure they are warm

(Part 2) Scenarios

Set up: Have the group do scenarios and determine course of action.

1. Friend has Stomach ache

Action: Help them walk to an adult.  If they can’t walk, have them sit down and you get an adult.

2. Friend has been hit in head, now it’s bleeding

Action: Call for help.  Have friend sit down, especially if they are dizzy.  If you have a cloth, give the clothe to the friend so they can place it on cut to stop bleeding.  Get an adult.

3. Friend is running and twisted ankle

Action: If they can walk, help them to an adult.  If not, let them sit down and you get an adult.  Don’t take the shoes off.

4. Friend’s are playing and one starts hyperventilating

Action: Call for help.  Stop and have the friend sit down.  Or if there is an adult near by, help them get to them.

5. Friend falls out of tree, a bone is sticking out of leg

Action: Call for help.  Don’t move the friend.  Place a cloth over the injury so the friend won’t freak out.  Get an adult.  Don’t touch it, or try to push the bone back in.


Guest Speaker

Meet and Greet a MEDDAC



Estimated Time:  varies on availability

Set up: Coordinate with the Wuerzburg MEDDAC to request a representative to volunteer to come to the group to help talk about and demonstrate first aide.  The class will not certify the group, only demonstrate and give some knowledge on procedures.  Another possible learning objective can be administrating the Heimlich.


Closing

Review

· What are some injuries?

· What should you do first?

Inform group that the next class we’ll be outside most of the time, so be sure and wear cloths with the weather in mind.  Send reminder with group for parents (via note) to bring back signed slip on whether they will be attending the graduation class, what they will be bringing as a snack for afterwards, and if they can work at a station.

Week 6, Lesson 6

Neighborhood Watch

Lesson Objectives:
· Identify suspicious packages or items

· Identify possible safe risks in the play area’s

· Identify places that are safety risks

· Identify adults that can help

· Get to know the surrounding area

Equipment:

· Wear proper clothing for walking in neighborhood

· Visual aides

· Clip board

· Pencils

· Paper

· Plastic Bags & Gloves

Identify suspicious packages or items

Activity 1: What doesn’t belong?


Estimated Time:  10-15 min.

Set up:  Have visual aides available to display possible suspicious items.  Ask the group if they can describe what a suspicious item could be.

· Suspicious items can be made out of:

Boxes


Fire extinguishers

Brief cases

Suit cases

Gym Bags

Back packs

Plastic Bags

Paper Bags

· Characteristics of a suspicious item:

Abandoned

Abnormal or unusual size

Uneven balance or shape

Oily stains on the package

Wires or strings protruding from or attached 

Peculiar odor (shoe polish or almonds)

· Ask: What should you do if you see a suspicious item?

DON”T TOUCH IT!

Tell an adult.

Don’t let any one else play with it.  

If there is an MP near by let him/her know about it.


Identify possible safety risks in the neighborhood

Activity 2: What could hurt you and me?

Estimated Time:  10-15 min.

Set up: Inform the group they will be conducting a “community observation patrol“ by walking in the neighborhood looking for suspicious items, activity and safety risks.

· In the play areas:

· Sharp objects

· Broken pieces from the play equipment

· Loose ropes

· Trash in the area that can be swallowed by younger children

Cigarette butts

Pieces of glass

· Places in the neighborhood:

· Wooded areas, fallen braches to trip on

· Dark alleys

· In tree line or bush line

· Construction Areas

· Any place unfamiliar

· If you find:

· Knife or sharp object

-Don’t pick it up, inform an adult and have them dispose of it.

· Cigarette Butts

-Please, throw it away so a baby or young child won’t eat it.

· Suspicious object

-Don’t touch it, inform an adult.

· Car without a license plate or abandoned

-Inform an adult; if an MP is around let them know.


Identifying suspicious items, activity or safety risks in the neighborhood

Activity 3: Getting to know your surroundings

Estimated Time:  20-25 min.








Weather can vary length of time

Set up:  Have the group put into two groups.  

· Group 1: Will have a clipboard with a list of suspicious items and activity.  Instruct them to write anything down that could be related to suspicious items or activity.  

· Group 2: Will have a clipboard with a list of safety issues.  Instruct them to write down anything they believe could be a safety risk.

· Every one will have a plastic bag and gloves to pick-up trash along the way.

Task: To walk in the neighborhood and identify possible suspicious items or activity and safety risks.  When walking around also pick-up any trash to help keep our area clean.

*Reminder: Pick up a radio from the MP station for the Community Observation Patrol.  Log every one in the group for volunteer time.

Upon Return:  Throw away all the garbage and review both lists.  

· Anything that might be suspicious will then be prepared by the instructor and Group 1 to report to the MP’s via radio reading off a hand written report.

· Safety issues dealing with play equipment will be prepared in a hand written report by the instructor and Group 2 to be referred to SSG Knowles.


Closing

Review

· Observation Patrol/ walk around the neighborhood

· How to keep each other safe

Inform group that next week will be the last class.  Remind group to look over material for the test.  The testing will be done station by station. Retrieve the parental note from last week.  An invitation will be given to the group for their parents of the occasion, which will include station assignments and information for the parents to review.

Set up:  Utilizing the same cards from Lesson 2, have the following questions answered:

· Given one of the randomly picked situations, what adult would you go to help for?

1) Suspicious Person sneaking around in a cloak acting strange (Add location)

2) 2 people talking and a third person trying to listen in (Add location)

3) Person trying to start a fire by playing with matches (Add if it has or has not started the fire already)

4) Person Screaming for help (Add location)

· Given one of the randomly picked situations, is it right or not right to do it?  Why?

1) Everyone you meet on the Internet, by e-mails or games, is who they say they are.

2) If some one were to ask for your address, phone number and where you go to school, it’s okay to tell them everything.

3) When you’re on the computer it okay to send pictures to people, as long as it’s not your parents in their underwear.

4) Some one makes a comment or sends an e-mail directly to you and asks you things that make you uncomfortable, it’s okay to ignore them.

5) You talk to someone who says they are 12 yr old and thinks it would be fun to meet at the video arcade down town; it’s okay to go because you’ve talked with them for a long time.

6) There is an e-mail to you but you don’t know whom it’s from, so you delete it.

· Required: One from each set answered correctly OR if they know away to talk to an adult easier; for example bringing a friend with you.

Station 3, Being safe every where you go

Set up: Given the materials from Lesson 3, answer the following questions:

· What is the toll free number?

· What is the Fire Station number?

· What is the number to contact your mom or dad?

· Required: Reciting an emergency contact number OR whomever has their emergency card with them.

Set up: Given one of the randomly picked situations, what can you do?

1) When you go outside whom should you tell?

2) What are some of the things you take with you? (Add destination)

3) What is a stranger?

4) What if a stranger wants to give you a gift? (Add what kind of gift)

5) What if a stranger won’t leave you alone and makes you feel uncomfortable?

6) If a friend tells you about a short cut, and you’ve never been that way is it a good idea to follow?

7) What if you get lost? (Add locations)

· Required: 2 answered correctly OR if they can demonstrate how to deal with a bully by role-playing with a partner.

Station 4, Fire Safety

Set up: Given the materials from Lesson 4, answer the following questions:

· Identify what could be a fire danger in the home? (Give 2 examples)

· Explain how you would evacuate from your home if there were a fire?

· Explain how you would evacuate from the School if there were a fire?

· What would you do if YOU were on fire?

· Required:  Answer 2 of the 4 questions correctly.  Demonstrate answers.

Station 5, Basic First Aide

Set up:  Have cards with an injury on it.  Have the person choose a partner; the partner will choose a card.  The partner will be the injured.  The instructor will create the scenario with the injury involved.  Include location, whether it’s in/out side and weather conditions.  The instructor will ask the following questions as they identify the injury.

· How can you tell what’s wrong with him?

· Who should you tell

· Should you move them?

· What can you do to help your friend?

· Required: Allow each person a chance to demonstrate basic first aide.

Station 6, Neighborhood Watch

Set up: Given the visual aides from Lesson 6, answer the following questions:

· What can suspicious items be made of? (Give 2 examples)

· What is a characteristic of a suspicious item? Give 2 examples)

· What should you do if you see a suspicious item?

· What could be hurtful at a play area?

· What place could be dangerous or a safety risk?

· What if you find some thing harmful, what can you do?

· Required: Answer at least 3 questions correctly OR describe three ways they can receive volunteer time OR three things to look for when on an observation patrol?

Graduation

Set up: Have all test sheets turned in with initials from every station to show completion.  Have prepared Certificates.  Have a snack area set up.

· Call each graduate individually, they will receive a certificate and own SNAP uniform

· Applause for all graduates and encouragement to continue patrolling and be observant

Guest Speaker(s)

Set up:  Notify the Principal of both Elementary Schools of the graduation ceremony.  Notify the Force Protection Officer (FPO), Provost Marshall (PM) and 417th BSB command group of the graduation ceremony.  Send out an invitation one month in advance to invite the FPO, PM and the command group to be a guest speaker.  Verify one to welcome the new SNAP Volunteers, congratulate them for completing the course and being the first group.
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
