What Is It?  SNAP is a USAREUR-wide effort designed to supplement existing Force Protection and Crime Prevention efforts.

Who Will Administer It?  The 414th BSB PMO will have staff responsibility for SNAP in the Hanau area.

How Will It Be Implemented Here?  Early phases of SNAP will involve information and awareness.  Later phases will see the establishment of volunteer- based “neighborhood watch” function.
